With no nozzle installed, squeeze the trigger
SN, to relieve air pressure. Hold the trigger until a

steady stream of water appears.

Pour all but 2 oz. of the provided lubricant into the
engine through the oil fill hole. Check and add ad-
ditional lubricant as needed until the level reaches
the upper portion of the hatched area on the dipstick.
Do not overfill. (see page 9).

Turn the fuel valve to OFF before adding
lubricant.

Set unit on flat surface so engine is level.
Remove dipstick, wipe clean, put back in hole
(but don’t screw in) and check lubricant level.
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X9y Completely uncoil and straighten high pressure
‘k hose to prevent kinks.

DO NOT OVERTILT THE UNIT!
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If the engine does not start:
e check for enough fuel;
e try starting again.
