FIRST TIME ASSEMBLY

STARTING THE UNIT (COLD START) USING DETERGENT
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Install the handle (see page 7).
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Add entire bottle of lubricant provided to the pres-
sure washer (see page 10).
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Completely uncoil garden hose or remove 
completely from reel to prevent kinks.

Turn water faucet on fully. 

Make sure there are no leaks. 

With no nozzle installed, squeeze the trigger 
to relieve air pressure. Hold the trigger until a 
steady stream of water appears.

Add fuel (see page 10).1
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Pull choke out to the START position  
(see page 11).
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Slide the lock button down and push the engine 
switch to the START position. Engine can also be 
started by pulling the recoil starting grip until the 
engine runs (see page 11).
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Turn the fuel valve to OPEN (see page 11).

Push in at the top of the switch to turn engine ON 
(see page 11).
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Allow engine to run for several seconds, then push 
choke in to RUN position (see page 11).

Turn the fuel valve to CLOSE before adding 
lubricant.

Mix fuel stabilizer with gasoline according to 
manufacturer’s directions prior to filling the 
tank.

(HOT RESTART)
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If the engine does not start after each pull of the 
starter grip and rope or after the engine switch 
is moved to the START position, squeeze the 
trigger to relieve water pressure before attempt-
ing to start the engine again.
